The 
whole family have been great ambassadors and advocates, 
and they are actively fundraising for more transplant units in 
our next round of expansion through Fundraise Online. You 
can visit their fundraising page at www.fundraiseonline.co.nz/
ronaldmcdonaldhousekids.

Once again the generosity of our 'extended family' has brought 
our dream of expansion closer to reality. Mrs Eunice Jackson's 
bequest (through the Florence Heron Trust) has boosted 
our coffers by an unexpected and whopping $260,000 this 
month. Eunice Jackson was a foundation committee member 
of our Bequest Society who sadly passed away some years 
ago. She empathised greatly with our mission and was a key 
contributor to our last round of expansion. This final bequest 
represents the winding up of her estate. We are very grateful 
to the Trustees Philip Annan and Jim Brown for their ongoing 

stewardship of this fantastic gift. 

RMHC (Ronald McDonald House Charities) one of our key 
stakeholders and McDonald’s philanthropic arm in NZ – you 
will have seen their collection boxes in McDonald’s restaurants 
– has confirmed they will once again support the House with 
an annual operating grant of $326,000. This is a very special 
contribution to our outcomes and represents approx 11% of 
our annual operating costs so we are very, very grateful. 

2009 is not going to be an easy year for the raising of 
operational funds. That is already a fact. Many of the 
community trusts and institutional funders we rely upon 

are suffering with lower returns on shrinking investments.  
Unfortunately this doesn't mean the number of families 
referred to us will decline. Already 20% more families have 
stayed with us Jan to March than did in the same months last 
year. Our need to expand is truly pressing. Our Trust is actively 
searching for the  silver lining in the cloud of falling property 
prices... and we hope to have good news soon, so thanks to 
you all for making 2009 a 'go forward' year for the Trust and 
the families in our care.
